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Volcanoes National Park is the Rwanda section of the more extended Virunga Conservation Area shared 
between Uganda, Rwanda and Congo DRC. It is named after the chain of nine volcanoes that make its territory, 
including Karisimbi (4.507 m), Visoke, Sabinyo, Muhavura. The altitude ranges from 2400 m to the 4.000 and 
above of the peaks. Since 2003 the park offers the possibility to visit the families of the endangered golden 
monkeys. Mount Visoke hosts the tombs of the American primatologist Dian Fossey and of the gorilla cemetery.
The most well-known activity is the mountain gorilla tracking to one of the six habituated families and this 
program can be arranged for starting from Kampala or from Kigali.
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On arrival at Kigali International Airport, you will be met by the representative and transferred to 
the hotel for the overnight at Kigali Serena Hotel (Premium) or Hotel Mille Collin (Comfort) or Kigali 
Boutique Hotel (Economy). (under Bed & Breakfast)

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1. No one with a communicable disease (e.g. Flu, Cough, and Diarrhea) is 

allowed to enter the park.

2. Stay together in a tight group while with the gorillas, do not surround 

them.

3.  Do not get closer than 7 meters (21 feet) to the gorillas.

4.  Do not use flashes while photographing the gorillas.

5.  Do not eat or smoke when with the gorillas or within a distance of 200 

meters from the gorillas

6.  Turn away from the gorillas if you have to sneeze or cough. Cover your

nose and mouth in the process.

7. Burry all human feces a minimum of one foot deep and ensure that 

the hole is properly covered.

8. Do not leave litter. All litter must be carried out of the park and 

disposed of properly.

9. No person under 15 years is allowed to track gorillas

10. Do not make a loud noise or move suddenly.

11. You are allowed a maximum of 1 hour with gorillas.

12. Do not spit on vegetation or soil while in the park; use your hankie or 

other garments.

13. Your group must not be more than 8 tourists and must all be over 15 

years old.
